The
facility hosted 38 events (40
event days) in 31 days. Al-
most 32,000 people attended
district and region high school
basketball games, region and
state AAU wrestling tourna-
ments, a sold out Jason
Aldean concert and comedian
Rodney Carrington. In be-
tween these large arena
events, the venue hosted a
multitude of business meet-
ings, conferences, and train-
ing seminars. The estimated
economic impact for March
was nearly $4.0 million and
the venue employed 178 peo-
ple during the month. Over
1300 hours were recorded in
converting the facility from
one event to another. On
March 12, Swiftel Center
hosted a sold out Jason
Aldean concert which ended
around 10:45pm. Within eight
hours, the staff converted and
cleaned the building, which
included loading out the
band, removing 1400 floor
seats, permanent and retract-
able bleachers, dismantling
the stage, and removal of
portable concessions stands.
Then they loaded in eight
wrestling mats, setting and
powering eight wrestling
clocks, timers, scorers tables,
